Road to Revolution Section 2

	(The British Abuses of the Colonies

British Abuses Summary: The British government decides the American colonies need to pay for British protection and war debts.  They tax the colonies heavily.  Here are the examples….

A. 1765 Stamp Act: The Stamp Act was a tax on all printed materials (newspapers, pamphlets, playing cards).

· Leads to Stamp Act Congress and colonial “boycotts” of British goods.
B. 1765 Quartering Act: The Quartering Act required colonists to provide housing to British Soldiers.  The colonists felt like they were being watched by the soldiers.
C. 1766 Declaratory Act: British gov’t declares it has the power to pass any law or tax on the colonies it wants WITHOUT input from the colonies.

D. 1767 Townshend Act: Tax on paper, paint, glass and tea.  The colonists are the most angry about the tax on their favorite drink:  TEA!
E. 1773 Tea Act:  The Tea Act gave the British East India Company the exclusive right to sell in the colonies.  That meant that colonial merchants could not compete with them and the British made all the money from tea sales.
· Leads to the Boston Tea Party

F. 1774 Intolerable Acts or Coercive Acts: Following the Boston Tea Party  the King George III is so angry he has the British Parliament do the following:

· The Massachusetts Governor will be appointed by the king (not elected)

· Bans town meetings

· Close the port of Boston (no ships in or out)

· Establishes a new Quartering Act in Mass. to watch the colonists.

	(The Colonial Opposition

Colonial Opposition Summary: Colonists fought back against the harsh taxes and treatment from the British.  Their action escalated the hostility between England and the colonies.

A. 1750 “No taxation without representation!” This was a popular saying leading up to the Revolution.  The colonists did not think they should have to pay taxes without having representation in British Parliament.
B. 1765 Sons of Liberty and the Committees of Correspondence:  Both of these groups worked to overthrow the British.
· Sons of Liberty:  used some violent methods, tar & feathered stamp/tax collectors, planned the Boston Tea Party, secret group
· Committees of Correspondence:  non-violent, wrote letters to try and unite the colonies against the British.
C. Colonial Boycotts: Colonists would refuse to buy British goods (ex: tea)
D. 1770 Boston Massacre: British soldiers fire into a crowd of colonists by mistake.  The shot ignites a fight between the unarmed colonists and the soldiers.  Five colonists are killed and the story is used to create support for an overthrow of the British.  
E. 1773 Boston Tea Party: the Sons of Liberty sneak onto British tea ships in Boston Harbor and dump the tea, destroying $1 million worth of tea.

	(The Revolutionary Ideas

 Revolutionary Ideas Summary:  These ideas, speeches and new governments made it impossible for the colonists and the British to coexist (get along).
A. 1774 1st Continental Congress: 55 colonial delegates meet( decide to boycott British goods.
B. 1775 “Give me Liberty or Give me Death!” Patrick Henry’s speech in VA calling the colonists to fight for freedom from the British.
C. 1775-1776 2nd Continental Congress:  All 13 colonies meet and decide to form an army (Continental Army) and later agree to declare the colonies’ independence from England (Declaration of Independence).
D. Jan. 1776 Common Sense: Thomas Paine’s popular pamphlet on why it was common sense for the Americans to overthrow the unfair British gov’t.
E. July 4, 1776 Declaration of Independence: declared the colonies independent and free from England. Begins the Revolutionary War.

	  (Important Events of the Revolutionary War

A. April 1775 Lexington and Concord:  the Massachusetts Minutemen take on the British in the 1st battle of the Revolutionary War.  This where the expression “Shot Heard ‘Round the World” comes from.

B. July 4, 1776 Declaration of Independence:  Although the war has started already, the colonies make it official with this document which states that the colonies will be independent and free from England’s control.

C. April 1783 Treaty of Paris:  This treaty ends the war, giving victory to the American colonists.
