· There should be ten attractions in your park.  Attractions may be any combination of the following:  rides, games, restaurants, shops, shows. (10 points-1 per attraction)
· Each attraction in your park should be represented and labeled on the map.  (10 points-1 per each attraction on map)
4. Descriptions of each attraction in your park
· The description must include a historical explanation of how the attraction relates to the Colonial Era.  It must also include the significance of the topic that your attraction is devoted to.  (20 points-2 points per description)
